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The research compares the morbidity outcomes of women with advanced ovarian cancer that were operated either with the traditional approach (surgery followed by chemotherapy) or with a new emerging approach (chemotherapy followed by surgery and then chemotherapy again). The work was mainly based on data from Simon Butler-Manuel’s patients from Guildford and East Surrey and on some of Anil Tailor’s patients.  It has shown that the new approach may be associated with less morbidity (mainly in terms of blood loss but also hospital and Intensive Care Unit stay).
